Air travel is a process of going from place to place by any flying object, such as airplanes, helicopters, hot air balloons or anything that can fly. Air travel has been a very long dream of human being from the ancient age. 
Aircrafts are the second safest way to travel long distance after railway trains. Statistics show that the risk of an airliner accident is very small, so small that the chance of having an accident while driving to the airport in a car is higher than that of flight.
